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RESUMO: Introdugao: A Tuberculose (TB) é considerada um importante problema
de saude publica, configurando uma das principais doengas a serem enfrentadas no
Brasil e no mundo. Trata-se de uma doenca infectocontagiosa causada pelo agente
etiolégico Mycobacterium tuberculosis, cuja transmissdo faz-se por via aérea. A
Organizacdo Mundial da Saude (OMS) aponta 22 paises que concentram cerca de
80% dos casos de tuberculose no mundo, e o Brasil ocupa a 162 posicdo em numero
absoluto de casos. Esses pacientes, quando nao tratados adequadamente até a
cura, sdo os principais responsaveis pela manutencdo da cadeia de transmissao da
doenca. Objetivo: Identificar as agbes promovidas pelos profissionais de saude da
atencao basica para o controle e manejo clinico na tuberculose. Metodologia: Trata-
se de uma revisdo integrativa da literatura de carater descritivo e abordagem
qualitativa. A revisdo integrativa € constituida por seis etapas especificas: definigdo
do tema e questao norteadora, estabelecimento de critérios de inclusao e exclusao,
identificacdo dos artigos selecionados, analise dos estudos, interpretagdo dos
resultados e apresentacdo da revisdo integrativa. A pesquisa sera realizada no
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periodo de agosto de 2016 a maio de 2018, a partir de referéncias tedricas
publicadas em artigos cientificos publicados no periodo de 2008 a 2016, em idioma
inglés e portugués, nas bases de dados Literatura Latino-Americana em Ciéncias de
Saude (LILACS), Scientific Electronic Library Online (ScIELO) e Medical Literature
Analysisand Retrieval Sistem on-line (MEDLINE). Resultados Esperados:
Contribuir com os profissionais de saude da atengao basica, esclarecendo-os sobre
a importancia de desempenhar acdes de promocado da saude e prevengao de
agravos, colaborando para o desenvolvimento de medidas de diagndstico precoce
da Tuberculose. Esses profissionais sdo fundamentais nesses casos, evidenciando-
se, principalmente no que tange a orientagdo ao cuidado quando realizada com
seguranga, eficiéncia e qualidade, melhorando assim a adesdo terapéutica,
reduzindo os indices de abandono e desmitificando a questdo do preconceito na
comunidade sobre a doenca.
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ABSTRACT: Introduction: Tuberculosis (TB) is considered an important public
health problem, one of the main diseases to be faced in Brazil and in the world. It is
an infectious disease caused by the etiologic agent Mycobacterium tuberculosis,
transmitted by air. The World Health Organization (WHO) lists 22 countries that
account for about 80% of all tuberculosis cases in the world, and Brazil ranks 16" in
absolute numbers. These patients, when not properly treated until cure, are the main
responsible for the maintenance of the disease chain of transmission. Objective: To
identify the actions promoted by health professionals in basic care for tuberculosis
clinical control and management. Methodology: This is an integrative review of the
literature of descriptive nature and qualitative approach. The integrative review
consists of six specific stages: definition of the theme and gquiding question,
establishment of inclusion and exclusion criteria, identification of selected articles,
analysis of studies, interpretation of results and presentation of the integrative review.
The research will be carried out from August 2016 to May 2018, based on theoretical
references from scientific articles published in the period between 2008 and 2016, in
English and Portuguese, in the databases Latin American and Caribbean Literature
on Health Sciences (LILACS), Scientific Electronic Library Online (SclELO) and
Medical Literature Analysis and Retrieval System online (MEDLINE). Expected
Outcomes: To contribute to primary health care professionals, clarifying them about
the importance of carrying out health promotion and disease prevention actions,
collaborating to the development of measures for the early diagnosis of Tuberculosis.
These professionals are essential in these cases, evidencing, especially regarding a
safe, effective and quality guidance, thus improving therapeutic adherence, reducing
abandonment rates and demystifying the issue of community prejudice about the
disease.
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
