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RESUMO: Objetivo: Identificar as evidéncias cientificas sobre os cuidados a
gestante no contexto da pandemia do COVID-19. Método: Revisdo integrativa da
literatura realizada no més de fevereiro de 2021, nas bases de dados Cumulative
Index to Nursing and Allied Health Literature (CINAHL), Scientific Electronic Library
Online (SciELO), Literatura Latino-Americana e do Caribe em Ciéncias da Saude
(LILACS), Medical Literature Analysis and Retrieval System Online (MEDLINE) e
SCOPUS por meio dos descritores “Coronavirus”, “Pregnant Women™ e “Nursing
Care”. Foram utilizados como critérios de inclusao artigos completos, em portugués,
inglés e espanhol com publicagdes no ultimo ano. Resultados: Oito estudos
compuseram a amostra final, dos quais desvelou-se duas categorias analiticas: (1)-
Cuidados de Enfermagem direcionados as gestantes com covid-19 e (2)-
Caracteristicas clinicas importantes para tomadas de decisdes do cuidado as
gestantes com covid-19. Conclusao: Evidencia-se a transcendéncia do papel da
enfermagem na pratica assistencial, educativa e gerencial para colaborar na adesé&o
e realizagdo as boas praticas recomendadas em ambito nacional e internacional,
considerando-se a realidade local e a necessidade de atualizagdo constante na
tematica.
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ABSTRACT: Objective: To identify scientific evidence on care for pregnant women
in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic. Method: Integrative literature review
conducted in February 2021, in the databases Cumulative Index to Nursing and Allied
Health Literature (CINAHL), Scientific Electronic Library Online (SciELO), Latin
American and Caribbean Literature in Health Sciences (LILACS), Medical Literature
Analysis and Retrieval System Online (MEDLINE) and SCOPUS through the
descriptors “Coronavirus”, “Pregnant Women” and “Nursing Care”. Full articles in
Portuguese, English and Spanish with publications in the last year were used as
inclusion criteria. Results: Eight studies made up the final sample, of which two
analytical categories were unveiled: (1)- Nursing care directed to pregnant women
with covid-19 and (2)- Important clinical characteristics for decision-making care for
pregnant women with covid-19. Conclusion: The role of nursing in health care,
educational and managerial practice is highlighted to collaborate in adhering to and
implementing the best practices recommended at national and international levels,
considering the local reality and the need for constant updatingof the theme.
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
