AUTISTIC SPECTRUM DISORDER IN DENTISTRY

RESUMO: Objetivo: Revisar a literatura acerca da importancia das condigbes de
saude bucal do individuo com Transtorno do Espectro Autista (TEA). Método: Foram
realizadas buscasbibliograficas nas bases de dados Science Direct, SCiELO, PubMed
e Google Académico. As publicagbes indexadas nessas bases de dados foram
identificadas por meio dos seguintes descritores: “Saude Bucal”, “Transtorno do
Espectro Autista”, “ Assisténcia Odontoldgica para Pessoas com Deficiéncias ”, e dos
respectivos termos em inglés: “Oral Health”, “Autism Spectrum Disorder” e “ Dental
Care for Disabled”. Inicialmente, os estudos foram selecionados apenas pelos titulos
e resumos. Foram incluidos artigos cientificos publicados entre 2011 e 2021. Foram
excluidas as teses, dissertacdes e estudosque ndo abordavam a tematica principal
da presente pesquisa. Resultados: Verificou-se que os pacientes com TEA
apresentam algumas condi¢des que favorecem o aparecimentode algumas doencas
da cavidade oral, que podem estar associadas ao uso crdonico de medicamentos,
aos habitos de alimentacédo e higiene, motivagdo dos cuidadores, cooperagao do
paciente e seguranca profissional. Concluséo: E necessario enfatizar a importancia
do conhecimento sobre saude bucal para os cuidadores, frequéncia de- consultas,
manejo do paciente, acessibilidade aos servicos de saude e capacitagao

profissional.
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ABSTRACT: Objective: To review the literature on the importance of oral health
conditions for individuals with Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD). Method:
Bibliographic searches were performed in the Science Direct, SciELO, PubMed and
Google Scholar databases. The publications indexed in these databases were
identified using the following descriptors: “Oral Health”, “Autistic Spectrum Disorder”,
“Dental Assistance for People with Disabilities”, and the respective terms in English:
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“Oral Health”, “Autism Spectrum Disorder "and” Dental Care for Disabled ”. Initially,
studies were selected only by titles and abstracts. Scientific articles published
between 2011 and 2021 were included. Theses, dissertations and studies that did not
address the main theme of this research were excluded. Results: It was found that
patients with ASD have some conditions that favor the appearance of some diseases
of the oral cavity, which may be associated with chronic use of drugs, eating and
hygiene habits, motivation of caregivers, patient cooperation and safety professional.
Conclusion: It is necessary to emphasize the importance of knowledge about oral
health for caregivers, frequency of consultations, patient management, accessibility
to health services and professional training.
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
