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RESUMO: Introdugao: No cenario atual, em que o mundo encontra-se assolado
pela pandemia da COVID-19 somado ao isolamento social imposto como medida
sanitaria, com o intuito de conter a disseminagcdo do virus, traz a tona alguns
indicadores preocupantes acerca da violéncia doméstica e familiar contra a mulher.
E, sobretudo, devido a coexisténcia forgada de vitimas e agressores e ao estresse
econdmico gerado pela situagdo de emergéncia e pelos temores sobre as incertezas
de controle do coronavirus, € possivel verificar um aumento de casos de violéncia
doméstica. Objetivo: Analisar as narrativas da literatura sobre os impactos do
isolamento social durante a pandemia da COVID-19 para a violéncia contra mulher.
Método: Consiste em uma revisao integrativa de literatura com buscas na Medical
Literature Analysys and Retreval Sistem Online (MEDLINE), Biblioteca Virtual de
Saude (BVS) e no EBSCOhost, utilizando-se os descritores em Ciéncias da Saude
(DeCS): em inglés Violence Against Women or Gender-Based Violence or Intimate
Partner Violence and COVID-19. A coleta de dados ocorreu no periodo de maio a
agosto de 2020. Os critérios de inclusdo foram produgéao cientifica na lingua inglesa,
disponivel na integra e publicada no ano de 2020. Ja os critérios de excluséo
corresponderam a incompatibilidade da pergunta de pesquisa e dos descritores
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deste estudo, bem como os estudos duplicados. Resultados: Os achados da
literatura que abordam os impactos do isolamento social durante a pandemia da
COVID-19 para o fendbmeno da violéncia contra mulher demonstram repercussoes
relacionadas ao aumento do numero de casos, aos danos fisicos, sexuais e
emocionais para as mulheres, aos efeitos sobre a saude dos filhos das vitimas e as
adaptacdes das estratégias de enfrentamento a violéncia ja existentes. Conclusao:
O isolamento social instaurado devido a pandemia da COVID-19 gerou a
intensificagdo do fendbmeno de violéncia contra a mulher e seus danos fisicos e
psicoldgicos, resultou em impactos agravantes dos cenarios sociais e culturais das
agressoes, explicitando a condicdo do género feminino inerente ao fenémeno, e
evidenciou a necessidade de reavaliacdo e adaptagcdo das estratégias de
enfrentamento ja existentes.

ABSTRACT: Introduction: In the current scenario, in which the world is devastated
by the COVID-19 pandemic, in addition to the social isolation imposed as a health
measure, with the aim of containing the spread of the virus, it brings to light some
worrying indicators about domestic violence and family versus woman. And, above
all, due to the forced coexistence of victims and aggressors and the economic stress
generated by the emergency situation and fears about the uncertainties of controlling
the coronavirus, it is possible to see an increase in cases of domestic violence.
Objective: To analyze the literature narratives on the impacts of social isolation
during the COVID-19 pandemic on violence against women. Method: It consists of
an integrative literature review with searches in Medical Literature Analysys and
Retreval Sistem Online (MEDLINE), Virtual Health Library (VHL) and EBSCOAhost,
using the descriptors in Health Sciences (DeCS): in English Violence Against Women
or Gender-Based Violence or Intimate Partner Violence and COVID-19. Data
collection took place from May to August 2020. The inclusion criteria were scientific
production in English, available in full and published in the year 2020. The exclusion
criteria corresponded to the incompatibility of the research question and the
descriptors of this study, as well as the duplicate studies. Results: The findings in
the literature that address the impacts of social isolation during the COVID-19
pandemic on the phenomenon of violence against women demonstrate
repercussions related to the increase in the number of cases, the physical, sexual
and emotional harm to women, the effects on the health of the children of the victims
and adaptations of existing strategies for coping with violence. Conclusion: The
social isolation established due to the COVID-19 pandemic led to the intensification
of the phenomenon of violence against women and their physical and psychological
damage, resulting in aggravating impacts of the social and cultural scenarios of
aggression, making explicit the condition of the female gender inherent in the
phenomenon, and highlighted the need to reassess and adapt existing coping
strategies.
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
